Insert the completed lamp assembly into the

ground in your desired location. Make sure

the stake is fully inserted into the ground.

NOTE: If you are having trouble inserting the stake into the
ground, try moistening the ground with water.

The GS Solar LED Bulb is designed to last up to 10
years, however if it doesn’t work, or if you want to
useldlffgrent color temperature bulb, it can be easily
replaced.

Our GS-148 model features two (2) battery
compartments. This light comes with one (1) pre-
installed battery (included), and you have the OPTION to
add a second battery. This is a unique feature designed
to Iglvle \mu more choices to prolong the duration of your
solar light.

This unit requires direct sunlight exposure for more than
4 hours a day. Shorter exposure will NOT charge the
second battery and therefore it is not necessary.

MAINTENANCE

Clean the solar module regularly with a damp towel to
guarantee optimum performance of the solar panel. Do not
use any type of solvent for cleaning and be careful not to put
too much pressure on the module while cleaning.

TROUBLESHOOTING

If your solar charged light does hot come on at dusk despite
observance of all the instructions, please try the following steps:

1. Make sure that the solar light is not being affected by any other
2. Ensure the solar light is not positioned in the shade during the
